October 6, 2008 Sensory Meeting Synopsis
Community Living Care’s adult day program in Greensburg, PA was the site of the October Quarterly Sensory Discussion Group.  Community Living Care, Inc. (CLC) provides a full range of home and community habilitation services for people with disabilities and special needs including residential, in-home supports, adult training facility, OBRA, senior adult daily living center and behavioral supports. The day program was established in 1991 and has grown into a program with varied services that incorporate creative arts and wellness programs, intergenerational learning, music lessons and now the use of a multisensory environment. 


Eric Noel, Chief Operating Officer of CLC, provided the group with an introduction to the services provided at Community Living Care and the development of the sensory room there. The multisensory room was created within existing space at the day program and immediately became a popular area with staff and individuals. The group discussed the various reactions that individuals have when exposed to the multisensory room and how individual goals can be met successfully due to its unique nature.
